You all know that I have pushed the tract, “7 Minutes with God” during the last 

three years.  The reason is, I know that the limited time you spend at church is not 

enough to build a great relationship with God nor is it enough to learn what our 

Savior did and taught.  I have been a Jesus follower for over sixty years now.  I 

have learned a thing or two because I’ve seen a thing or two (to steal from the 

insurance commercial on TV).  I am certain that a long term, consistent investment 

of time and effort reading and pondering the Word of God pays off like no other 

human endeavor.  
 

While thinking on the subject I came across a great article entitled, “Let’s Be 

Honest: Reasons Why We Don’t Read Our Bibles.”  It suggested five reasons we 

don’t read our Bibles.  Here they are: 

1. IT MAKES US UNCOMFORTABLE  (It tells the truth about us and our sins.) 

2. IT’S TOO HARD (We won’t get help in understanding it.) 

3. WE ARE UNDISCIPLINED (We don’t plan to read and then follow 

through.) 

4. WE THINK IT IS STALE AND LIFELESS (We deal in the trivial and not the 

profound issues the scripture addresses.) 

5. WE HAVE A DYSFUNCTIONAL RELATIONSHIP WITH GOD (Our love for 

God is replaced with more “important things” and “the urgent.” We don’t 

work on the relationship.) 
 

Most people just tell me, “I’m too busy” or “I can’t find the time.” Maybe the author 

of the article I read has something for you to ponder…. 
 

“Let’s be honest: if you don’t read your Bible it is because you don’t want to read 

your Bible. And to bottom line this further, this is indicative or your relationship 

with God. We cannot separate a love for the Word of God and the God of the Word. 
 

Action item:  If we do find ourselves not reading our Bibles we should examine 

ourselves to see the true substance of our relationship with God. Is it 

dysfunctional?  If so repent and speak to God in confession. Then you will find 

yourself finding joy in God and his Word.”

Faith Comes By Hearing’s mission is to 

share the Word of God with everyone in 

their own language, especially audibly.  

They offer for “free” the Bible app@ 

Bible.Is  which provides scripture both 

in written and audible form in 1,100 

plus languages!   They also have 

“military Bible sticks” that they provide 

free to servicemen and women in order 

that they may listen to scriptures 

wherever they may be.   And finally, 

they have the Audio Bible on a playback 

device (solar powered) called the 

“Proclaimer”.   These are provided to 

missionary groups in order to share the 

gospel.   They can be loaded with up to 

four different languages as needed.   

This allows groups of about 90 to listen 

at one time to the gospel message.   

Praise God for this wonderful way to 

reach people with God’s Word and that 

we at Evers Road Christian Church can 

be a part of that!
